HISTORY OF MOUND SCHOOL

Mound School has existed for more than a hundred years. It has been on
many sites and in many buildings, but each one is Mound in its own right

The early history of Mound School as recalled by settlers was part of the
dedication address on December 15, 1916, The following paragraphs are
taken from that speech:

“The first location selected by our early seitlers for a school build-
ing is at the present site of the proposed fire station. (Now the
Kroger store at Brettwood Village.) This building had a brick
foundation three or four feet high. On this base was a log house.
Heavy timbers surrounded the premises. At one end of the room
was a fireplace. All the fixtures were hand-made by the local
people.

The second Mound was built in 1859. It was located about 300
yards south of this first school building on the east side of the
road. (near the entrance of the present North Court Drive) It was
a frame building about 24x30 feet. The furniture was hand-made.
A six foot tall blackboard, made by nailing 1x12 inch boards
together and painting them black, leaned against the wall.

This building was moved o mile west of Forsyth in 1864, when
the brick building was erected on this site (Mound).

Mr. Wedgewood was the last one to teach at the second school
site and the first one to teach at “Little Mound”. He stood 62"
tall. His salary was $28.75 a month.

The site where our present building now stands, comprising one
half acre of land, was purchased from Samuel Smallwood for
$30.00 on June 4, 1864 (on the corner of Mound Road and High-
way 51). | would say the building cost about $1,350. The school
board at this time was William Wheeler and Frederic Breit.

That was the earliest history of Mound. In 1916, the third Mound
School building was torn down and then a white “Little Mound” was built
in its place. Brick extensions were built on it as the population demanded it
The school’s dedication took place on Friday, December 15, 1916, with a
speech by David E. Brett.

In 1958, a much larger yellow brick building was constructed about
100 yards south of “Little Mound®'.

""New Mound” was designed so that additions could be built as the
money and need arose. The first addition was completed in 1961.

In 1967, two new elementary schools, Stevenson and Parsons, were
built so “New Mound” could be converted to a junior high school. “Old
Mound’” was demolished and where it stood is a corner of the future Mound

dunior High School’s parking lot. A large extension was built on the back of

“New Mound” to accomodate the crowd of students that a junior high would
mean.



On this day, Januvary 26, 1969, Mound will officially become Mound
Junior High School. Our school will respect the memories of the past Mound
Schools as we explore the realms of education for the future.
